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In Identifying Gifted Children: A
Practical Guide, Susan K. Johnsen
(2004) explains that gifted children all
exhibit the potential for high
performance in the areas included in
the United States federal definition of
gifted and talented students: The term
'gifted and talented’, when used in
respect to students, children, or youth
means those who show evidence
of high performance capability in areas
such as intellectual, creative, artistic, or leadership capacity,
or in specific academic fields, and who require services or
activities not ordinarily provided by the school in order to
fully develop such capabilities. (P.L. 103-382, Title XIV,

p. 388)

Gifted children generally learn more quickly and
deeply than their peers. They may learn to read early.
They show high creativity, curiosity, reasoning ability,
a large vocabulary and an excellent memory. They can
usually master concepts with few repetitions.

Students who are gifted in English are often early readers.
They are interested in reading quite demanding stories from a
very early age and store new words for later use. They enjoy
demanding conversations and the use of rich vocabulary. They
master the basic language skills early and are articulate in role-
playing and storytelling. They also enjoy talking about their
experiences and reflecting upon them. They have a keen power
of observation. They are able to anticipate layers of meaning,
discern the purpose of the writer, and use prior knowledge to
connect between the present text and the previous experiences,
which is complicated for young children. While writing, they can
support the main idea by using details and examples at the
paragraph level. However, linguistically gifted students usually
resist rote or repetitive tasks. They may become bored easily in
the classroom. They like asking many questions and are critical
of their own and other's ideas. Some of them are

and specific teaching
strategies to meet the
educational needs of gifted children. Inside the regular classroom,
enrichment activities should be provided based on the needs of
the students in the English subject to give differentiated learning
opportunities for students with a high potential. Learning activities
should match the needs of students with appropriate programmes
in school. Also, additional pull-out programmes should be conducted
for gifted students outside the regular classrooms, to ensure that
they can be given systematic training, in which they are exposed
to in-depth studies, mutual challenges and co-operative
work. Besides, the three core elements of gifted
education, i.e. higher order thinking skills, creativity
and personal-social competence should be
immersed in the curriculum.

To conclude, the mission of gifted education
is to match a challenging curriculum and
strategic instruction with students' abilities,
interests and learning styles appropriately.
